Help STOP the Proposed Strip Club

The former site of the Culver City Meat Market Co., located at 3388 South Robertson Boulevard L.A. 90034 is the targeted location for an ALL NUDE adult entertainment establishment, or strip club.  The location is adjacent to Robertson Boulevard exit off the 10 freeway, an area densely populated with local businesses and quiet residential neighborhoods.  Escalating concerns about the nature of this sexually explicit business, its operators and the resulting negative impacts it will have on the local community have produced a groundswell of opposition. 

Now, residents, business owners, local employees, parents and religious leaders are joining together to oppose the establishment of a strip club which will have severe consequences for the economic and social well-being of surrounding neighborhoods and undermine and destabilize the quality of life of our community. 

Here are some key reasons why our communities should oppose the proposed strip club:

Proximity to Schools and Parks

Hamilton High School, with some 3400 students, is just north of the proposed business address which is also near churches, parks and residences. A strip club has the potential to expose our children to drug sales, prostitution, loitering, and drunkenness. In addition, the pending MTA Expo line will be within 500’ of the location and many children will use this service to go to and from school.

More Traffic

If located at the base of the Robertson Blvd. off-ramp of the 10 Freeway the strip club may pose a serious traffic and pedestrian hazard in the neighborhood which is already confusing to drive on, and very congested.  Cars coming and leaving the business and/or stopping for valet service will create more congestion and further the risk of possible injury.

Hurts Neighborhood Appeal

The Robertson exit is the gateway to Culver City and numerous neighborhoods including South Robertson, Beverlywood, Cheviot Hills, and Palms. A strip club would mar the image of these communities as neighborhoods where parents seek to raise their children in a safe and secure environment and protect and enhance the economic value of their properties.  

Negative Impacts for Our Quality of Life

An adult entertainment venue will undoubtedly impact the quality of life for all residents in the area.  Loitering, drunkenness, drugs, prostitution and an increase in personal and property crimes are all potential impacts from this type of business. In fact, the operators of the proposed Robertson strip club operate the Silver Reign nightclub in West L.A. where several of its dancers are currently facing prostitution charges.  

Abuse of City Zoning Ordinances

Los Angeles ordinances governing adult entertainment are designed to provide a reasonable level of protection to citizens potentially affected by businesses engaged in sexually explicit activities while also protecting the rights of people who operate such businesses.  They are designed to provide balance and are, or should be, subject to a common sense test.  Owners of the proposed strip club seek to meet a rigid interpretation of an ordinance and by doing so circumvent any application of common sense, which should be the ultimate test.    

You can help STOP the Proposed Strip Club!

In late November it is expected that the Los Angeles Police Commission will hold a hearing at Hamilton High School and take public comment about the strip club.  It is critical that residents and business owners speak out against this business and its operators.
